Graziosi continues:

In the following month, the decree led to the arrest
of 220,000 people, predominantly hungry peasants
in search of food; 190,000 of them were sent back
to their villages to starve. (105)

This conclusion and these figures, which Snyder simply repeats
verbatim, are not supported by any primary SOurces Graziosi cites.

Graziosi has no way of knowing how many of the persons stopped

were “hungry peasants.” In reality, very few of them, if any, could

have been. Starving people do not travel long distances by train to

seek food — they do not have the energy for long trips, much of

which would have to be on foot. Nor do starving people spend

their money on train tickets. They would remain at home and use
' their money to buy food.

As in previous famines, most of these travelers would have been
speculators trying to purchase grain and foodstuffs in areas not as
hard-hit by the famine in order to return to famine areas to resell
them at a high profit. This “market” process benefitted the well-to-
do and guaranteed that only the poor would starve. In fact, poor
peasants starved even when harvests were good, since speculators
could drive up the price by buying it for resale elsewhere.

Note too that the document in question makes it clear that peas-
ants were moving from the North Caucasus and Kuban into the
Ukraine as well as the other way around. This is consistent with
the movements of people buying and selling grain, but not of peo-
ple who were starving.

Why would Snyder mention only the Ukraine? Probably to please
Ukrainian nationalists, who have indeed celebrated Snyder’s book,
invited him to give talks in Ukraine, and published a Ukrainian
translation of Bloodlands.

Marochko, 188-189, summarizes Stalin’s and Balitskii's outline of
peasant movements in and out of the Ukraine and why they should
not be permitted. Graziosi, “New Interpretation,” 9 (really, p. 105,
as already noted) briefly summarizes the document of January 22,
1933, reproduced in full above.

Conclusion to Snyder’s Point Six: Snyder’'s claims are not sup-
ported by his documentation. There is no evidence that those who
were travelling by train were “begging” or “starving,” and of
course few il any of them could have been.

Point Seven (pp. 45-6): Did Stalin Seize the Seed
Grain in December 19327

As his seventh poeint Snyder claims that in December 1932 Stalin
decided that seed grain should be seized to meet the grain collec-
tion quota, while the USSR still had a reserve of three million tons
of grain and continued to export grain. He further claims that
“many” of the the 37,392 people recorded as having been arrested
that month were "presumably trying to save their families from
starvation.” His evidence (n. 66, page 466):

® QUESTION: Is it true that during 1932-33 several million people were allowed to starve to death in
the Ukraine and North Caucasus because they were politically hostile to the Soviets?

ANSWER: Not true. | visited several places in those regions during that period. There was a serious
grain shortage in the 1932 harvest due chiefly to inefficiencies of the organizational period of the new
large-scale mechanized farming among peasants unaccustomed to machines. To this was added
sabotage by dispossessed kulaks, the leaving of the farms by 11 million workers who went to new
industries, the cumulative effect of the world crisis in depressing the value of Soviet farm exports,
and a drought in five basic grain regions in 1931.

The harvest of 1932 was better than that of 1931 but was not all gathered; on account of
overoptimistic promises from rural districts, Moscow discovered the actual situation only in
December when a considerable amount of grain was under snow.

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land, because the kulaks had driven them bankrupt and then bought their land cheaply. This resulted
in 10 or 11 percent of the population (kulaks) owning so much land and also horses and machinery
compared to the rest of the peasant population that they produced 56 percent of the marketed food.
The kulaks largely would decide if the towns would get food or not. Kulak speculation on the food
market caused a shortage already in 1927 when the marketed share of grain was only one third of
the pre-war years although production had exceeded pre-war figures. This ineffectiveness was what
initiated the idea of collectivization, with Lenin writing down the basic idea before his death and
Stalin putting down the plans and implementing it. Among the many actions of the collectivization
program was the confiscation of farm land and the machinery and livestock that was on it (private
property, NOT personal property). However there were some problems;

“Collectivization was not an orderly process following bureaucratic rules. It consisted of actions by
the poor peasants, encouraged by the Party. The poor peasants were eager to expropriate the
“kulaks,” but less eager to organize a cooperative economy. By 1930 the Party and already sent out
cadres to stem and correct excesses... After having exercised restraint in 1930, the Party put on a
drive again in 1932. As a result, in that year the kulak economy ceased to produce, and the new
collective economy did not yet produce fully.”

They burnt crops and slaughtered livestock, those with machinery broke it if they could. In addition to
their vandalism and arson they murdered government officials and peasants siding with them, there
are even some (unconfirmed) accounts of them poisoning water supplies.

“Almost all the collective farms established in 1931 and 1932 were shockingly mismanaged. What
else could be expected when every village in Russia had been the scene of bitter internal strife,
when animals had been slaughtered or allowed to die through incompetence, and grain had been
buried, and barns and houses burned? It has been estimated that livestock dropped by 50% during
those tragic years and there were large areas, as | saw with my own eyes in the North Caucasus in
1933, where miles of weeds and desolation replaced the former grainfields...”

“The problem is that the claims about food rights violations in the 2013 UNHCR report are not
congruent with the statistical indicators given by UN agencies that have the most experience of
working in North Korea. Despite emanating from within the UN system in which access to data on
the DPRK is straightforward, the UNHRC reporting on food violations demonstrates a problematic
securitization of evidence and analysis though a heavy reliance on prior assumptions and a
filtering of information through those securitized assumptions. The UNHRC reporting, of which the
February 2013 report is representative, is self-referential, factually inaccurate, and seems unaware
of the reports from the UN agencies that have worked in the DPRK for many years. This is
somewhat surprising, especially as the weight of the UN agency reporting contradicts the UNHCR
claims on food violations.

The 2013 UNHRC report is self-referential in that it draws almost entirely from previous UNHCR
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when, as In the 2U13 UNHCUK report, claims are made with a sense of Irrefutable certainty despite
the absence of conventional substantiation. What is most striking about the UNHCR reporting on
the DPRK is the almost complete absence of reference to relevant data from other UN agencies,
donor governments, and nongovernmental organizations (NGOs), to the extent that the UNHRC
reporting seems unaware of the existence of reports on the DPRK from within the UN system
itself. 27 The 2013 UNHRC report references only one report from the specialist UN agencies: a
March 2011 FAO/WFP/UNICEF report

on food insecurity in the DPRK. Unfortunately, the citations are third-hand and the material quoted
in the UNHCR report is taken so much out of context that it distorts the findings of the original
report and misleads the reader.

The 2011 FAO/WFP/UNICEF report does not argue for the exceptional severity of a food and
health crisis in the DPRK. It does not argue that there are famine-like conditions prevailing in the
population. It does not argue that the government is solely responsible for food insecurity in the
country. It does not mention or argue that international protection (i.e., human rights) mandates are
being abjured by the DPRK government. This last point is important as UN agencies have an
obligation under their protection of human rights mandates to report potential crimes against
humanity. The UNHCR reporting does not mention that UN specialist agencies have never
identified DPRK government food and health policy in these terms.

The 2013 report to the Human Rights Council referred to “the severity of the food situation” in
support of the report’s claims that the government should be considered as violating the right to
food. These claims contrast with those of the humanitarian agencies that reported in 2011—in the
same and only report from the humanitarian agencies that the 2013 UNHCR report appears to

But to
the Communists the smashing of the dams meant primarily the destruction of their

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Europe can be more attributed to the economic failure of the system in

existence there prior to communism than to the mistakes and problems
of communism itself.

In particular, prior to communism, Eastern Europe had had substan-
tially lower economic output per capita than Western Europe and the
USA (Mead, 1994). For instance, the gross national product (GNP)
per capita of Russia was about 10% of that of the USA during peace-
time before communism in 1913 (Gregory, 1982), and GNP per capita
was even lower by the time of the communist revolution there in 1917
(Hutchings, 1982). Thereafter, real GNP per capita in the Soviet Union
under communism caught up significantly, rising to 31% of USA GNP
per capita by 1991 (UN, 1994).! That performance occurred despite
the very destructive Foreign Interventionist Civil War of 1918-22 (Kri-
vosheev, 1997), which reduced Soviet output by about half (Hutch-
ings, 1982), and despite the almost as destructive Nazi invasion of
1941-44, which reduced Soviet GNP by over 20% (Maddison, 1969).’
After growing faster than the USA in all peaceful decades up to the
political collapse of Eastern Europe in 1990,® Russia’s economy dete-
riorated enormously following the capitalist takeover by Yeltsin, with
real GNP falling by about 50% between 1991 and 1996 (IMF, 1997a).
A comparison of real economic growth rates in the Soviet Union and
the USA shortly before and after the collapse of Eastern European com-
munism in 1990 is provided in Table 2:

“Sometimes it is asserted that the whole state is governed by the will of a single
person, Josef Stalin . . First let it be noted that, unlike Mussolini, Hitler and other
modern dictators, Stalin is not invested by law with any authority over his fellow-
citizens. He has not even the extensive power . . ... which the American
Constitution entrusts for four years to every successive president. . . . . Stalin is
not, and never has been, . . . . the President of the USSR. . . .. He is not even a
People’s Commissar, or member of the Cabinet.

He is . . . the General Secretary of the Party.

We do not think that the Party is governed by the will of a single person, or that
Stalin is the sort of person to claim or desire such a position. He has himself very
explicitly denied any such personal dictatorship in terms which certainly accord
with our own impression of the facts.

The Communist Party in the USSR has adopted for its own organisation the
pattern which we have described. . . . .. In this pattern individual dictatorship has
no place. Personal decisions are distrusted, and elaborately guarded against. In
order to avoid the mistakes due to bias, anger, jealousy, vanity and other
distempers . . . . it is desirable that the individual will should always be controlled
by the necessity of gaining the assent of colleagues of equal grade, who have
candidly discussed the matter and who have to make themselves jointly
responsible for the decision. . . . . Stalin . . . . has . . .. frequently pointed out that
he does no more than carry out the decisions of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party. . . The plain truth is that, surveying the administration of the
USSR during the past decade under the alleged dictatorship of Stalin, principal
decisions have manifested neither the promptitude nor the timeliness, nor yet the
fearless obstinacy that have often been claimed as the merits of a dictatorship. On
the contrary, the action of the Party has frequently been taken after consideration-
So prolonged, and as the outcome of discussion sometimes so heated and
embittered, as to bear upon their formulation the marks of hesitancy and lack of
assurance. . . .These policies have borne . . . . the stigmata of committee control.”

Gulags

e “Like the myths of millions of executions, the fairy tales that Stalin had tens of
millions of people arrested and permanently thrown into prison or labor camps to
die in the 1930-1953 interval (Conquest, 1990) appear to be untrue. In particular,
the Soviet archives indicate that the number of people in Soviet prisons, gulags,
and labor camps in the 1930s, 1940s, and 1950s averaged about 2 million, of
whom 20-40% were released each year, (Getty, Rittersporn, and Zemskov, 1993).
This average, which includes desperate World War Il years, is similar to the
number imprisoned in the USA in the 1990s (Catalinotto, 1998a) and is only
slightly higher as a percentage of the population. It should also be noted that the
annual death rate for the Soviet interned population was about 4%, which
incorporates the effect of prisoner executions (Getty, Rittersporn, and Zemskov,
1993). Excluding the desperate World War Il years, the death rate in the Soviet
prisons, gulags, and labor camps was only 2.5% (Getty, Ritterspom, and
Zemskov, 1993), which is even below that of the average "free" citizen in capitalist
Russia under the czar in peacetime in 1913 (Wheatcroft, 1993). This finding is not
very surprising, given that about 1/3 of the confined people were not even required
to work (Bacon, 1994), and given that the maximum work week was 84 hours in
even the harshest Soviet labor camps during the most desperate wartime years
(Rummel, 1990). The latter maximum (and unusual) work week actually compares
favorably to the 100-hour work weeks that existed even for "free" 6-year old
children during peacetime in the capitalist industrial revolution (Marx and Engels,
1988b), although it may seem high compared to the 7-hour day worked by the
typical Soviet citizen under Stalin (Davies, 1997). In addition, it should also be
mentioned that most of the arrests under Stalin were motivated by an attempt to
stamp out civil crimes such as banditry, theft, misuse of public office for personal
gain, smuggling, and swindles, with less than 10% of the arrests during Stalin's
rule being for political reasons or secret police matters (Getty, Ritterspom, and
Zemskov, 1993). The Soviet archives reveal a great deal more political dissent
permitted in Stalin's Soviet Union (including a widespread amount of criticism of
individual government policies and local leaders) than is normally perceived in the
West (Davies, 1997). Given that the regular police, the political or secret police,
prison guards, some national guard troops, and firefighters (who were in the same
ministry as the police) comprised scarcely 0.2% of the Soviet population under
Stalin (Thurston, 1996), severe repression would have been impossible even if the
Soviet Union had wanted to exercise it. In comparison, the USA today has many
times more police as a percentage of the population (about 1%, not to mention
prison guards, national guard troops, and firefighters included in the numbers
used to compute the far smaller 0.2% ratio for the Soviet Union).

® (From Leftbook) Let us start with the question of the nature of the Soviet penal system. After 1930
the Soviet penal system included prisons, labour camps, the labour colonies of the gulag, special
open zones and obligation to pay fines. Whoever was remanded into custody was generally sent to a
normal prison while investigations took place to establish whether he might be innocent, and could
thus be set free, or whether he should go on trial. An accused person on trial could either be found
innocent (and set free) or guilty. If found guilty he could be sentenced to pay a fine, to a term of
imprisonment or, more unusually, to face execution. A fine could be a given percentage of his wages
for a given period of time. Those sentenced to prison terms could be put in different kinds of prison
depending on the type of offence involved.

To the gulag labour camps were sent those who had committed serious offences (homicide, robbery,
rape,

economic crimes, etc.) as well as a large proportion of those convicted of counterrevolutionary
activities. Other criminals sentenced to terms longer than 3 years could also be sent to labour
camps. After spending some time in a labour camp, a prisoner might be moved to a labour colony or
to a special open zone.

The labour camps were very large areas where the prisoners lived and worked under close
supervision. For them to work and not to be a burden on society was obviously necessary. No
healthy person got by without working. It is possible that these days people may think this was a
terrible thing, but this is the way it was. The number of labour camps in existence in 1940 was 53.

There were 425 gulag labour colonies. These were much smaller units than the labour camps, with a
freer regime and less supervision. To these were sent prisoners with shorter prison terms - people
who had committed less serious criminal or political offences. They worked in freedom in factories or
on the land and formed part of civil society. In most cases the whole of the wages he earned from his
labour belonged to the prisoner, who in this respect was treated the same as any other worker.

The special open zones were generally agricultural areas for those who had been exiled, such as the
kulaks who had been expropriated during collectivisation. Other people found guilty of minor criminal
or political offences might also serve their terms in these areas.

World War 2 & Molotov-Ribbentropp Pact

The Molotov Ribbentrop Pact was a treaty of non-aggression but not necessarily mutual
respect, as the rest of the war, past and future, had shown.

And of course, the implication of this discussion here is that the USSR carved up and invaded
Poland with the Nazis. The USSR did *not* invade Poland. In 1939, the USSR occupied land
that was already occupied by Poland previously - bits of Ukraine, Belarus, and Lithuania, for
the record.

The Poles and Soviets fought in a battle known as 'the Battle of Vilno. 'Vilno' is the Polish
name for Vilnius, the name of the Lithuanian capital, which had existed since the middle ages.

And the Poles aren't trying to get them back, because they know it would be a ridiculous thing
to ask; there's no chance they would succeed. Lithuania is not going to turn over their ancient
capital city to Poland. And if you look back, when the Russian Empire was broken up, there
was a conflict between the USSR and Poland over the USSR's western border. There was a
war there that Poland actually won, and as a result, they occupied a bunch of territory which
wasn't theirs. And during this war, France and Britain stepped in to make a settlement, one
based actually on the ethnicity of the people in the region. This was the Curzon Line. It was a
border between the Polish people and Ukrainian, and Belarussian peoples.

This boundary was not accepted by Poland, and they occupied even more territory, on the
east of the Curzon Line - a chunk of Lithuania, Vilnius, Lithuania's capital, as previously
mentioned. As a result, Lithuania would not enter into normal diplomatic relations during the
interwar period. How did they get their capital back? The Soviets handed it over to them,
during their independence.

So the Soviets only moved up to the Curzon Line, the modern, eastern border of Poland as
proposed by France and Britain around 1922.

And what of the annexation of the Sudetenland in Czechoslovakia by the Germans through
the help of the French and British? Poland happened to carve themselves a piece too -
something very seldom talked about, but granted, no historian will necessarily deny it.

So you can look at it this way: The Soviet Union actually gave Lithuania its historic land back
to it after Poland claimed it for itself. The presence of the Soviets also was a general buffer
against the Nazis, and intentionally or not, made sure that the Nazis didn't expand its territory,
which would no doubt complicate issues of soviereign national borders and economic

USSR and abortion:

To understand the causes of the legislative changes of 1936 it must first be clarified the
rationale of the legislation of 1920 and the soviet experience between those periods. The
rationale of 1920 was seeing abortion as a necessary evil that would be made
unnecessary with the establishment of socialism, this reflects in works by Lenin such as
"The Working Class and NeoMalthusianism".

From the 1920 decree

"During the last decade the number of women who terminate their pregnancy prematurely
increased both with us and abroad.

The legislation of all countries struggles against this evil by punishing both the woman
who is guilty of abortion and the operating physician.

The workers’ and peasants’ Government realizing the dangers of such a situation has
undertaken a campaign against secret abortions among working women.

It foresees that this phenomenon will gradually disappear with the building of socialism."

The implementation of the 1920 decree faced several troubles with two important factors:
insufficient facilities and opposition by doctors. In 1924 the medical profession secured a
regulation that permitted abortions only when the pregnancy endangered the mother's life
or health, but it was repealed because the number of abortions outside hospitals
inmediately increased. The same year the Commissariat for the Protection of Health
established commissions to judge the difficulty of women to having the child, eventually
these commissions would judge the ability to pay for the abortions and subsidized the
cost of those who couldn't afford it accordingly.

During this times there was widespread concern about the effects of abortion on the
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It must be noted that during this period the Party line reflected the same rationale of the
1920 decree and saw abortion as an evil that must be abolished and thus abortion was
publicly disincentived and contraception was not easily accesible, making abortion the
primary mean of birth control. From the onset of Soviet legislature there was always pro-
natalist ideology, this was reflected even in the woman's journal Rabotnitsa published by
the Zhenotdel

"The women'’s journals tended to impose a rather simplistic portrayal of the effects of
abortion, possibly so as to frighten their readerships against the practice, should they not
be convinced by arguments which emphasized the necessity for and ability of women to
have as many children as possible. It was declared in 1935, for example, that the majority
of women undergoing abortions in Moscow gynaecological clinics later suffered serious
complications."

" However, the major thrust of the articles constituted more than merely encouragement
to have more children and a cult of motherhood arose. In Rabotnitsa letters supposedly
from working women echoed such sentiments."

"In general, it appears that there were elements of support for the decree, particularly for
the suggestions contained in the ’alimony’ section. It was persistently alleged in letters to
the press that it was men’s reluctance to shoulder any responsibilities which repeatedly
compelled women to have abortions against their will, and it therefore seems likely that
this decree which aimed at 'strengthening the family’ was fairly popular among women."

" Other factors which could have had some influence in securing a certain amount of
support for the measure in the towns were the influx of peasants into urban areas in the
1930s and the Orthodox Church which had traditionally ruled that: 'Women who furnish
drugs for the purpose of

procuring an abortion and those who take foetus killing poisons, they are made subject to
the penalty prescribed for murderers."

When the 1936 decree was passed it was justified on the basis of the successes of the
USSR in introducing women to the labour force and alleviating the burden of housework.
Krupskaya wrote about it: "Our country has become rich, mighty, and prosperous. Our
people are better educated and more enlightened. Women have become a force in the
collective farm. They have become active in social work. Many of the women are
Stakhanovites. They are studying hard. The Party and the government surround the
children with public care. They make their childhood a happy one. It is with good cause
that millions of working women are so devoted to Stalin — they see his solicitude for the
working women. Under these new conditions the questions of the family and of abortions
appear in a new light. The new decree will play an extremely important part in remoulding
people’s modes of life."

Conclusion: The 1936 decree was consequence of overstimation of the successes of the
USSR, influence of the Orthodox Church, influence of the preparation for the war,
concerns of depopulation, ideological prejudices carried from tsarist period and specially
prevalent among the peasantry and the rationale of 1920 pressuposing that there would
be a period where abortion would be made illegal again.
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W|shed to believe; merely reducmg the burden of household chores would not eliminate
inequalities within the home as long as housework (some of which would still exist) was
regarded as women’s work. In addition, they were refusing to acknowledge the more
positive aspects of the government’s treatment of the 'women’s question’, for, in a limited
sense there was a clear attempt to promote female interests. In 1936, the new
constitution talked of the complete equality of women in all areas of life and there was
debate on the measures which should be taken to ameliorate the material position of
women and improve their educational and cultural level. In the pages of Rabotnitsa could
be read articles about women who had been successful - at work and in political life. The
new Soviet woman was perceived as being much more than a mother and a housewife.
The Party frequently condemned Nazi Germany’s aim of consigning married women to
the home."

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e Marx and lenin understood the state as the dominance of one class over the
other. The contradictions between classes are antagonist and there cannot be a
state that serves as an alliance of both classes. So if China doesn’t have a
Dictatorship of the Proletariat, does this mean it has a Dictatorship of the
Bourgeoisie?

Where does the idea that a party is ever composed of one element, with the same
unchanging interests rather than contradictory aspects come from? As marxists
we should look at which element is dominant in the CCP and how this dominance
is expressed.

If it is a Dictatorship of the Bourgeoisie how do we account for the social gains
being made, is there extraordinary class struggle being undertaken by the working
class and peasantry to force these? Why hasn't there been any move to overthrow
the socialised elements of the state to allow private ownership such as was seen
in the USSR?

e "In a country as big and as poor as ours, if we don't try to increase production,
how can we survive? How is socialism superior, when our people have so many
difficulties in their lives? The Gang of Four clamoured for *“poor socialism" and
““poor communism", declaring that communism was mainly a spiritual thing. That
is sheer nonsense! We say that socialism is the first stage of communism. When a
backward country is trying to build socialism, it is natural that during the long initial
period its productive forces will not be up to the level of those in developed
capitalist countries and that it will not be able to eliminate poverty completely.
Accordingly, in building socialism we must do all we can to develop the productive
forces and gradually eliminate poverty, constantly raising the people's living
standards. Otherwise, how will socialism be able to triumph over capitalism? In the
second stage, or the advanced stage of communism, when the economy is highly
developed and there is overwhelming material abundance, we shall be able to
apply the principle of from each according to his ability, to each according to his
needs. If we don't do everything possible to increase production, how can we
expand the economy? How can we demonstrate the superiority of socialism and
communism? We have been making revolution for several decades and have
been building socialism for more than three. Nevertheless, by 1978 the average
monthly salary for our workers was still only 45 yuan, and most of our rural areas
were still mired in poverty. Can this be called the superiority of socialism? That is
why | insisted that the focus of our work should be rapidly shifted to economic
development. A decision to this effect was made at the Third Plenary Session of
the Eleventh Central Committee, and it represented an important turning point.
Our practice since then has shown that this line is correct, as the whole country
has taken on an entirely new look." - Deng Xiaoping
